July 18th—July 23rd, 2010, in
Champaign, Illinois. This has
been such a positive experi-
ence for the teens the last 10
summers, that many of them
sign-up to return every year
while they are in high school.
The returning core group is
being joined by newcomers,
which brings us to the point of
this article. Again, we are
seeking to raise funds for the
trip. The cost to each camper
is $305. They are raising
funds through group fundrais-
ers (like the Jewelry Sale,
Culver's, and the Valentine
Rose Sale), individual fund-
raisers, money from their own
jobs, and requests for support
from family and friends. In
2000-2009, we requested sup-
port from parishioners in our
Parish Sponsor Drive, and the
response was wonderful. We
are again asking for your sup-
port. If you wish to sponsor
the campers, please write your
check for any amount to:
OLH Youth Ministry Fund;
put it in the colored envelopes
marked HEART at the exits of
the church and mail it. Do not
put it in the collection bas-
ket, or the HEART Work-
campers will not get it. If
you cannot be a financial
sponsor, we ask that you be a
prayer sponsor in praying for
our teens while on the trip and
every other day of their lives.
They will do the same for you.
