Then a few
years ago, the company said that they could not pay us for the paper, but they
would still pick up our paper for recycling. Now we have been informed that
the paper recycling prices are so low, that we have to pay to have the paper/
cardboard etc. picked up. AND! This is Not Cheap! Each bin would cost OLH
approximately $175.00 per month per bin for two pickups. We have four
bins, and are not able to sustain the additional expense. Please recycle your
paper, cardboard, etc. at your residence until further notice.
